23.01ðPROPOSED NEW ADDITION 

X. Investment of funds shall only be done through non-risk investments.  This includes Bonds, Term De-

posits, and Guaranteed Investment Certificates. 

 

Article 39ðDissolutionðPROPOSED NEW ARTICLE 

 

1.01 

i. Shall the Society be dissolved, all non-financial assets are either to be sold to become part of the funds 

of the Society, or be given to charity. 

 

ii. All funds of the Society are to be given to Charity or other Non-Profit Organizations.  The Charities  

      and Organizations selected will require approval of a motion of two-thirds majority of votes of the  

      Board of Directors, provided that at least 30 days notice is given of such a motion.
