Reginald òLiaró Robinson, Stamp Dealer.  Part 1. By Darcy Hickson  
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        Reginald F. Robinson, a legendary Manitoba based newspaper reporter and correspondent, was also a 

stamp dealer and collector. Early signs of his life in Manitoba can be linked to Hunôs Valley in 1898 through 

postal history on covers and postcards. (Figure 1) Hunôs Valley was located 14 miles north of Franklin at the 

edge of Mountain Road.  
                                                                                                               

 Hunôs Valley postal history: 

 

Post office opened Oct. 6, 1886 to serve Slo-

vakian immigrants of Hungarian and Polish an-

cestry.[1]  A 20 mm. broken circle (Split Ring) 

hammer was proofed NO 9 86.  The post office 

was renamed   Polonia in 1921. [2]

       Robinsonõs newspaper employment at Hunõs Valley hasnõt been identified. There were arti-

cles and news clips from that district in the Free Press  and Tribune  at that time, but pub-

lished without a reporters byline. This leads to speculation that Robinson may have been filing 

some of these news items as well selling feature articles to larger news gathering organizations 

across Canada and the U.S .  

 
       Meanwhile, stamp dealing 

continued in Canada and 

abroad.  

 

       Three pieces of correspond-

ence in the grouping relate to 

the Waldron family in       

Brentwood, New Hampshire.  

 

       The cover in Figure 2.  was 

sent from Hunõs Valley AU 5 98  

to George Waldron and was 

franked with twelve ½ cent   

Maple Leaf issue stamps.  

 

        The six cent franking paid 

for two ounces of weight to the 

U.S.

Robinson may have been 

running advertisements, 

and his familiarity with 

publishing and news  

gathering would have  

provided him with contacts 

from the few stamp period-

icals of that era.  

 

None the less, Hunôs Val-

ley had an active stamp 

collector and dealer mar-

keting stamps in the late 

1890ôs.  

 

The Figure 4. corner cover illustrates a serious enterprise, complete with business stationery.  

 

Next, part two: Reginald ñLiarò Robinson moves to Winnipeg and becomes a legend in the news business.

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Presentation by Roger Fontaine  on March 15th, 2018 
 

In this presentation, I wish talk about to you about Canadian Air Mail and covers and about stamp collecting 

in general.  Iôd also like to go over some general terms and words used in the hobby. This way, we are all on 

the same page as to what we are talking about. 

 

It is said that stamp collecting is the hobby of Kings, Queens and Presidents. Stamp  

collecting began pretty much right after the release of the worldôs first stamp: The 

British Penny Black, May 1st 1840.  Sorry folks, no airmail stamps yet at this point.  

 

By the 1860ôs, Philatelic clubs and organizations sprang up 

throughout Europe and beyond. The term ñPhilately - Philat®lieò  

 

ñThe collection and study of postage stamps, postmarks and related materialò. 

 

So: the difference between a stamp collector and a philatelist is one collects for fun and pleasure verses one 

who studies and researches the stamps that he or she collects.  

 

You my friends are philatelists. The society or museum acquires a Canadian airmail cover or perhaps a mili-

tary airmail cover and what do you do???  You research it. Who sent it? Where did it originate? Where was it 

destined to? Where did it end up? What routing did this cover take? Perhaps even who signed it?  Etc. Now 

that is philately. 

 

The definition of a cover is simply an envelope. Itôs the cov-

ering used to transport and to protect a letter or the mail 

within. It has the, ñfromò and ñtoò information and of course 

the stamp.  Proof of payment. 

 

The term Air Mail is commonly used in reference to mail 

carried by airplanes.  
 

Many covers are collected for the Cachet. The term cachet 

refers to the picture or logo or design found on the left por-

tion of the cover.     

 

So air mail Eh!   Mail carried by airplanesé  

Whoa, whoa, whoaé. Not that easy.  

 

Air mailé now letôs think about that for a minute.  

 

Letôs go back to 1870. The siege of Paris. For 5 

long months Paris was surrounded. Nothing in, 

nothing out. Excepté airmail and small deliver-

iesé no airplanes.  Balloons. Generally referred to 

as Balloon Mail.
