O WHAT ITEMS IN YOUR COLLECTION GIVE YOU THE        

GREATEST PLEASURE? 

DDðIn my Faroes collection, the 1993 mare & foal stamp (Faroes Horse, 

FO243, Scott no.255) really appeals to me.  They must have a tough time    

surviving there, much like our Canadian Sable Island ponies.  Horses have   

always been favourites of mine, although I am not an accomplished rider.  I do 

find them a somewhat romantic animal with a long history of assistance to the 

wellbeing of peoples all over the world. 

In more general terms, I have several personal letters from Prime Ministers and a few cabinet ministers that 

give me a thrill sometimes.  They usually arrive in House of Commonsô envelopes and so are quite special to 

me. 

O ASSUMING THAT MONEY WAS NO OBJECT, WHAT ITEM(S) (NOT CURRENTLY IN YOUR 

COLLECTION) WOULD YOU MOST LIKE TO OBTAIN? 

DDðThatôs a really tough question, but for today I would really enjoy having 

a largish map of the Faroe  Islands, approximately 3 feet wide and 2 feet high, 

framed to display on my man-cave wall.  Thereôs a story-here.  In about 1923, 

when my mother was 13 years old, her Dad (my Grandfather) arrived home 

with a supply of the Canadian 1898 first ever stamp to be called a Canadian 

Christmas stamp.  It was a Mercator projection of the world map showing 

Great Britain and her possessions in red.  She used one as a template and       

produced a hand-drawn map 23 inches wide by 16 inches high.  With that 

drawing Mom won a first prize in her school art contest, and with her Dadôs 

urging she went on to win the ñbest overallò in the local town fair.  She is long 

gone now, but I am ever so pleased to have that original of her map hanging on my wall, about 10 feet from 

where all of my stamp activity occurs here in my stamp-cave.  And there are a pair of Scott #85 attached, the 

very type she used for her model.

DDð1 think the islandsô rugged coastlines are the most attractive to me.

DDðThe Roman Cicero said it:  if you have a small garden and a library, you have all you need for a good 

life.  So, a book of Faroe Islandsô history and another of the unique Faroe flora, and a third of the Islandsô 

fauna, including sea creatures.

DDðI have just added a number of worldwide covers, and especially those with slogan cancellations, to my 

collecting albums.  I am especially hooked on slogan collecting.  Some of these are so unique and               

entertaining.  It seems that every country has some excellent examples of slogan cancels and it is really fun 

endeavouring to translate some of the languages that are totally unknown to me.  Thank goodness for my 

group of friends that are world citizens, with some linguistic experts among them.
